National CPTED guidelines, Training,

Need national picture of use, challenges etc., so 
we can best support councils

Very little NZ based information on effectiveness 
(Are we using it?) Is it working? What are the 
results? Can we demonstrate effectiveness?
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To develop a picture of local authorities’
understanding and uptake of CPTED and the 
associated challenges and successes

Build NZ based information and learnings, 
identify common themes, lessons, challenges

Guidelines are principles, this looks at practical 
implementation, how we are doing 

Use this information to support councils in use of 
CPTED across the country – part of a broader 
strategy 
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Research funded by Ministry of Justice, joint 
project with Local Government New Zealand

Contracted independent researchers

Nationwide survey of councils – understanding, 
use, challenges, barriers etc

Four in-depth case study areas – variety in size 
of community, size and nature of project

Waitakere, Palmerston North, Tokoroa, 
Christchurch
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69 out of 85 Councils responded

Key points on use:

• Most Councils had some understanding 87%

• Half had received some type of training

• 43% had, or were currently, implementing CPTED

• 68% planned to use CPTED
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Lessons learned

• Biggest lesson – projects require collaboration

• Police involvement helps

• Get professional advice

• Adequate funding is required

• Commitment from Councilors is important

• Internal training required to raise awareness

• Collect data to assess effectiveness
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Biggest challenges (now and for future use) were 
funding and knowledge/awareness

Most councils recognised the benefits of CPTED 
but only one had evaluated a project

For the 56% not using CPTED the main reasons 
were:

– Not seeing relevance or need

– Lack of funding and knowledge/expertise
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Complete research
